WHEREAS, it is critical that we educate our community member that substance use
disorders are treatable, yet serious health care problems, and by treating them like other
chronic diseases, we can improve the quality of life for the entire community; and

WHEREAS, to help achieve this goal, the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration, and the White
House Office of National Drug Control Policy invite all residents of the Borough of
Franklin Lakes to participate in National Alcohol and Drug Addiction Recovery Month;
